MINUTES of the GOVERNING BOARD MEETING held January 22, 2016 at the Sunnyside Fire Station, 3359 North Washington Avenue, Douglas, AZ, 65607.  
Call to order: 4:12 p.m. and held at the Sunnyside Fire Station.

Action Agenda:
Item # 1 Minutes:  Alfredo Romero made the motion to approve the Minutes from the October 23, 2015 meeting.  Hector Rivera second the motion, motion passed.  

Item #2 Financial Report:  Mr. Schelling presented the Financial Report for December 2015, see attached report. Alfred Romero made the motion to accept the Financial Reports as presented, Hector Rivera second the motion, motion passed.   
Item #3 Update of Events: Chief Rodriguez spoke on behalf of the Association reporting that the Association has elected a new board, Cesar Escobedo is the President, Juan Carlos Lopez is the Treasurer and Adriana Rodriguez is the Secretary.  The Association will be doing agendas and minutes following the guidelines of Open Meeting Laws.  The Association is currently working on raising funds for the upcoming Softball Tournament.            
Item #5 Administrative Direction from Governing Board to Fire Chief:  This Item was moved ahead of Item #4 because Mr. Villalobos had to leave.  Mr. Villalobos presented to the Board information on creating a website for the fire district.  He wanted direction on just how much “quality” the district wanted on the website and information on what would be posted on the website.  He said the cost to create a website per information given to him would be $600 and then $200 every month to maintain the website.  Chairman Romero moved to hire Mr. Villalobos to construct the website and Hector Rivera second the motion, motion passed.  Any direction was already given when discussion of Fire Chief’s Report. 

Chairman Romero thanked the Association and Chief for the great job with Santa and the way the candy bags were delivered.  He also said that the Chief was doing a good job which Board Member Rivera agreed.  
Item #4: Fire Chief’s Report: Interim Fire Chief Victor Rodriguez presented his report, see attached report.  Reported that firefighters signed waivers at training that if they did not pass the physical test they are not going to work.  The test must be completed in 6 minutes and they do get a second try to be taken within 2 weeks and then if they still do not pass, they are out.  Upcoming is the 3 mile pack test that all fire fighters need to pass.  

The Engine was sold to Hermosillo, Mexico Fire Department for $1,500.  Money will be used to purchase new tires for the Command Vehicle, around $750 and will be taken to Jeff’s Auto to balance and align the tires.  Remaining funds will be used for other vehicle repairs including a battery on Attack 4.  
Item #6 Update on Fire District Issues from Business Administrator:  Mr. Schelling reported that Cochise County Board of Supervisor Ann English was still actively working to have the Bay Acres area annexed into the City of Douglas.  A city employee said that due to money issues Douglas was not moving fast to annex any new areas.  Mr. Schelling reported that the W2’2 would be printed and ready by the end of the month.  He also said that the required governing board training class had been purchased for use by Board Member Cox.  He also said that the Arizona Fire District Association sent out a list of certified governing board members and the list did not have Chairman Romero or Chief Rodriguez listed so AFDA was contacted to correct the omission.  Finally the Annual Report was due by February 25, 2016 and that Mike Morones of Morones & Knuttinen, LLC was completing the report.
