MINUTES of the GOVERNING BOARD MEETING held May 20, 2016 at the Sunnyside Fire Station, 3359 North Washington Avenue, Douglas, AZ, 65607.  
Call to order: 4:05 p.m. and held at the Sunnyside Fire Station.

Call to the Public:  Martin Lomeli discussed with the board a fundraiser he is planning for his cousin who has a rare brain tumor and raising funds for treatment in London, England.  He will be selling raffle tickets for two bicycles and was asking for any help from the fire district.  Chairman Romero donated $60 towards the purchase of one of the bikes.  Tickets will be $2.00 each or 6 for $10.00.  
Andres Escojido discussed his intentions of doing a possible Car Show to raise money for the fire district.  Chairman told him to put the plans in place and bring it back to the board.  

Action Agenda:
Item # 1 Minutes:  Hector Rivera made the motion to approve the Minutes from the April 22, 2016 meeting.  Alfredo Romero seconded the motion, motion passed.  

Item #2 Financial Report:  Mr. Schelling presented the Financial Report for April 2016, see attached reports. Alfred Romero made the motion to accept the Financial Reports as presented, Hector Rivera seconded the motion, motion passed.  
Item #3 Update of Events: Chief Rodriguez spoke on behalf of the Association reporting that Cesar Escobedo was trying to have a meeting with members of the Association, but nothing happening so far.  The Agenda will be changed to reflect fundraisers for the district updates but no longer listing the Association.  If a new group should form they need to come before the governing board for approval.  
Item #4: Fire Chief’s Report:  Interim Fire Chief Victor Rodriguez presented his reports for May, see attached report.  Chairman Romero said he heard that the Tender was the perfect size for wildland fires.  Mr. Elliott complimented the Sunnyside fire fighters.  Discussion on communication issues, board directed Chief to wait until new County Communication Center up and running which should be soon.   , this should happen sometime in June, 2016.  The Chair also asked if one pager to work.  The Chief then reported that he had talked to Northrop-Grumman concerning possible fire protection when the company is testing drones out at the airport.  Northrop-Grumman has talked to Douglas Fire Department and so Sunnyside Fire would be a third option for the company to consider.  Chairman Romero directed the Chief to draft a proposal to send to Northrop-Grumman detailing the services that the fire district can offer them.  The adopted fee of the fire district is a positive for the company, way less than what Douglas wants to respond.   

Item #5 Administrative Direction from Governing Board to Fire Chief:  None at this time.
Item #6  Adoption of Tentative  2016/2017 Fiscal Year Budget:  Alfredo Romero made the motion to adopt the Tentative Budget, Hector Rivera second the motion, motion passed.  Tentative FY16-17 Budget is as approved at last meeting.  See copy of Notice on Budget Hearing set for June 24, 2016.  
Item #7 Adoption of Resolution 02-2016:  Mr. Schelling presented the resolution to the governing board, which states the salary of the fire chief and fire fighters at the minimum amount allowed by statute.  This resolution is the same each year and required by CopperPoint Insurance for the workman’s comp insurance.  This amount is what is used to calculate the insurance premium.  Alfredo Romero moved to adopt the resolution, Hector Rivera second, motion passed.  

Alfredo Romero moved to adjourn at 5:07 pm.  Seconded by Hector Rivera, motion passed.
