MINUTES of the GOVERNING BOARD MEETING held August 26, 2016 at the Sunnyside Fire Station, 3359 North Washington Avenue, Douglas, AZ, 65607.  
Call to order: 4:20 p.m. and held at the Sunnyside Fire Station.

Action Agenda:
Item # 1 Minutes:  Alfredo Romero made the motion to approve the Minutes from the June 24, 2016 meeting.  Sammy Cox seconded the motion, motion passed.  

Item #2 Financial Report:  Mr. Schelling presented the Financial Report for June and July 2016, see attached reports. Alfredo Romero made the motion to accept the Financial Reports as presented, Sammy Cox seconded the motion, motion passed.  Board member Cox asked if Southern Arizona Auto was able to repair truck, seeing a check to them on the Financial Report and the Chief said yes.  
Item #3 Discussion and Possible Approval to Lease SCBA’s: Chief Rodriguez presented the board a lease agreement for 10 SCBA’s in the amount of $68,946.50 from FDC Rescue Products.  The district currently has 7 SCBA’s which need testing which is costly, around $800 a cylinder and will soon be outdated.  Chairman Romero asked if 10 SCBA’s was more than the district needed or if all SCBA’s are used at the same time.  The Chief responded that only 4 or 5 fire fighters respond to an incident using SCBA’s and so Chairman Romero recommended that the district lease only seven SCBA’s.  The lease comes with a warrant of 15 years and includes testing over that period of time.  The cost for the 7 SCBA’s comes to $50,811.22.  Board member Cox made the motion to approve the lease agreement with Community Leasing Inc., for the 7 SCBA’s to be paid for over a 5 year period, Alfredo Romero second the motion, motion carried.  The Board also approved the sale of the old SCBA’s in the amount of $2,500 per set for anyone who might be interested in purchasing the old SCBA’s.  
Item #4: Fire Chief’s Report:  Interim Fire Chief Victor Rodriguez presented his reports for July and August, see attached report.  Discussion on possible contract with Sunsites-Pearce Fire District which would allow for an engine boss from Sunsites-Pearce Fire District to respond to state land fires using Sunnyside Fire District equipment.  Through the contract the Sunsites-Pearce Fire District would receive 20% of the money the state would pay Sunnyside Fire District for the equipment and the engine boss and fire fighters would be paid directly by the state.  The contract will be brought before the Board at a future meeting.  
Item #5 Administrative Direction from Governing Board to Fire Chief:  Board member Sammy Cox brought up the fact that Southwest Gas Corporation was developing a training program for the Douglas area and wanting to establish a training center.  Local fire departments/districts would be able to use the facility under Southwest Gas Corporation.  He suggested that Sunnyside Fire District contact Southwest Gas Corporation about using the Sunnyside property next to the fire station.  

Item #6  Update on Fundraising and Other Related Activities:  The Chief discussed briefly that the district would be hosting the Softball Tournament and that for now there was no longer any fire fighter organization to speak of.  
Alfredo Romero moved to adjourn at 5:23 pm.  Seconded by Sammy Cox, motion passed.
