MINUTES of the GOVERNING BOARD MEETING held June 24, 2016 at the Sunnyside Fire Station, 3359 North Washington Avenue, Douglas, AZ, 65607.  
Call to order: 4:10 p.m. and held at the Sunnyside Fire Station.

Call to the Public:  Martin Lomeli discussed with the board a fundraiser he is planning for his cousin who has a rare brain tumor and raising funds for treatment in London, England.  He will be selling raffle tickets for two bicycles and was asking for any help from the fire district.  Chairman Romero donated $60 towards the purchase of one of the bikes.  Tickets will be $2.00 each or 6 for $10.00.  
Andres Escojido discussed his intentions of doing a possible Car Show to raise money for the fire district.  Chairman told him to put the plans in place and bring it back to the board.  

Action Agenda:
Item # 1 Minutes:  Hector Rivera made the motion to approve the Minutes from the May 20, 2016 meeting.  Sammy Cox seconded the motion, motion passed.  

Item #2 Financial Report:  Mr. Schelling presented the Financial Report for May 2016, see attached reports. Sammy Cox made the motion to accept the Financial Reports as presented, Hector Rivera seconded the motion, motion passed.  The board also approved compensation to Adriana Rodriguez in the same hourly amount that the fire fighters are paid by the State to complete paperwork submitted to the State after each state land fire.  
Item #3 Discussion and Approval of 2016/2017 Fiscal Year Budget: Mr. Schelling presented the FY16/17 Budget to the governing board as approved by the board at the May 20, 2017 meeting, no changes in the budget amount.  Sammy Cox made the motion to approve, Hector Rivera seconded, budget passed.  
Item #4: Fire Chief’s Report:  Interim Fire Chief Victor Rodriguez presented his reports for June, see attached report.  Chief talked to Benny Torres about the Attack 4 on repairing the “wave effect” cause by part of the frame coming apart.  Mr. Torres said he was not able to repair and so vehicle was taken to Southern Arizona Auto with a cost of $819 to repair, board approved having the vehicle repaired.  Sammy Cox said that it would be worth it to repair and keep the Attack 4 in service and that he did not foresee Southwest Gas Corporation having any trucks to donate in the near future to the fire district.  
The Chief commented that there could be additional scholarships for fire school available to the district.  Also the contract with State Land has been renewed.  
Item #5 Administrative Direction from Governing Board to Fire Chief:  Board member Sammy Cox commented that he has seen a lot of improvement with the fire district since he first became a board member.  Everyone is doing a fantastic job and that he has not heard any negative comments from the community.  
Item #6  Update on Fundraising and Other Related Activities:  Martin Lomeli talked in more detail about the fundraiser for a girls bicycle and boys bicycle to be raffled. Tickets will be $2.00 each or 6 for $10.00.    Money raised will go towards the medical costs for the young relative of Mr. Lomeli, with the endorsing of the Sunnyside Fire District.  He will also be renewing the grant for more Gatorade.  
Alfredo Romero moved to adjourn at 5:10 pm.  Seconded by Hector Rivera, motion passed.
