MINUTES of the GOVERNING BOARD MEETING held May 22, 2015 at the Sunnyside Fire Station, 3359 North Washington Avenue, Douglas, AZ, 65607.

Action Agenda:
Item #1 MINUTES:  Sammy Cox made the motion to approve the Minutes from the April 24, 2015 meeting.  Hector Rivera second, motion passed.  
Item #2 FINANCIAL REPORT: Mr. Schelling presented the April 2015 Financial Report, see Attached  Hector Rivera motioned to accept the report as given, Sammy Cox second, motion passed.  

Item # 3 2015/2016 FISCAL YEAR BUDGET:  Mr. Schelling presented the board a budget with only property taxes and Fire District Assistance Tax revenues, which amounted to $121,400, the tax money being the “known” amount of Revenue.  With funds added in from State Land Fires and grants Revenues would be $204,750.  This is the “proposed” amount for the Fiscal Year 2015 – 2016 budget.  The tax rate for $105,000 in property taxes would be 3.1146, which could be less depending on the June 30th balance in the Treasurer’s account.  Sammy Cox moved to adopt the Proposed FY15/16 Budget, Hector Rivera second, motion passed.  Final adoption of the FY15/16 Budget will take place on June 29, 2015 at the regular June governing board meeting.  
Item #4 HIRING AND PROBATION GUIDELINES FOR STANDARD OPERATION GUIDELINES:  Mr. Schelling requested item be table until he can work with fire chief to develop guidelines covering all aspects of new hires.  Sammy Cox made motion to table item #4, Hector Rivera second, item tabled.   
Item #5 NEW SIGN FOR OUTSIDE FIRE STATION: Cesar Escobedo presented to the governing board a sign for outside the fire station by the same business that did the banner for the Open House last year, located in Hermosillo, Mexico.  The company wishes to donate the 9 X 15 ft. sign to the fire district within two weeks.  The fire district will be responsible for the installation.  Governing board was unanimous in accepting the donation.  
Item #6 UPDATE OF ASSOCIATION EVENTS: Ceasar Escobedo reported that the Association will be hosting a Softball Tournament on June 13, 2015.  They are also holding a hamburger sale and have tickets for sale.  
Item #7 Fire Chief’s Report:  See attached report that has been provided by Interim Chief Rodriguez.   The Chief plans to send at least 6 volunteers to State Fire School this year.  State Land has reported that the price for the schooling is less than last year.  The issue with keys to the station has been resolved, besides the Chief, five other staff members have a key to enter the station.  The AFDA Conference is coming up soon, the Chief and all three board members will be attending.  
Sammy Cox moved to adjourn at 5:35 pm.  Second by Hector Rivera, motion passed.
