Call to the Public:  Felicia Lucero announced a Taco Sale to be held at the fire station on August 1, 2015.  Monies raised will be used for school supplies and Fire Prevention Week materials for students in the Douglas School District.  The new Douglas School District Superintendent is interested in working with the Sunnyside Fire District on educational projects for the students.  
Action Agenda:
Item #1 Minutes:  Alfredo Romero made the motion to approve the Minutes from the June 29, 2015 meeting.  Hector Rivera second, motion passed.  
Item #2 inancial Report: Mr. Schelling presented the June 2015 Financial Report, see attached report.  Hector Rivera motioned to accept the report as given, Alfredo Romero second, motion passed.  

Item # 3 Governing-By Laws :  By-laws to be followed by the governing board members have been reviewed and discussed by the governing board.  The governing board felt that having the by-laws it would be clearer for board members to know what is expected of them and the responsibilities that come with being a governing board member.  These by-laws will be reviewed each year with possible additions or changes made. The fire district “may” receive some reimbursement from the US Air Force for the F16 crash that the district responded to.  Have a check for $1,300 that was given to the Business Administrator for deposit, from State Land.  The State Forest Service is looking into hours of service that the possible 

Engine Boss has before they certify him and he could become a member of the Sunnyside Fire District.  David Melendez still has 240 hours to put in before he can be a certified Engine Boss.  
Item #6 Administrative Direction from Governing Board to Fire Chief:  Directed the Chief to get the tires needed at the best price and to see what the cost will be to replace SCBAs.  
Item #7 Resignation and Acceptance of Resignation of Board Member:  Governing Board member Hector Rivera turned in a letter of resignation for personal reason to the governing board.  The governing board accepted the letter of resignation and presented Mr. Rivera with a Certificate of Appreciation for all of his many years of dedication on the governing board.
