MINUTES of the GOVERNING BOARD MEETING held December 18, 2015 at the Sunnyside Fire Station, 3359 North Washington Avenue, Douglas, AZ, 65607.  
Call to order: 4:04 p.m. and held at the Sunnyside Fire Station.

Action Agenda:
Item # 1 Appointment of New Governing Board Member:  Alfredo Romero made the motion to appoint Hector Rivera to the vacant governing board seat.  Sammy Cox second, motion passed.  Alfredo Romero administered the Oath of Office to Mr. Rivera.  
Item #2 Minutes:  Alfredo Romero made the motion to approve the Minutes from the October 23, 2015 meeting.  Hector Rivera second the motion, motion passed.  
Item #3 Financial Report:  Mr. Schelling presented the Financial Reports for October and November, see attached reports. Alfred Romero made the motion to accept the Financial Reports as presented, Hector Rivera second the motion, motion passed.   
Item #4 Update of Events: Chief Rodriguez spoke on behalf of the Association reporting that the Turkey Raffle went well and Association donated a turkey for the Staff Thanksgiving Dinner.  The DASA Softball League donated 4 boxes of toys to the Association to be given out to children when the Christmas Candy Bags are given out.          

Item #5: Fire Chief’s Report: Interim Fire Chief Victor Rodriguez presented his report, see attached report.  Reported some minor repairs need to be done, pull cord rope and a hose adapter.  Cochise County Sheriffs Office (CCSO) called Chief to see if page out were received, not going through.  Canyon State recommends replacement of the paging system.  Alfredo Romero asked how Pirtleville Fire District gets paged out, Chief responded that they have 6 people with designated cell phones.  When the CCSO pages the chief, he then call each of the five other cell phones.  Chief will talk to Chief Navoa with Douglas Fire Department to check on the possibility of Douglas Fire doing the page out for the fire district instead of the county.  Mr. Schelling said that he requested the county take over the page outs after the fire district could no longer afford to pay someone to dispatch 24/7.  Not required to use CCSO.   
Item #5: Fire Chief’s Report: Continued  

Chief reported that State Land made a surprise visit to inspect vehicle given to the district.  Still needs some more equipment which the Chief was a ware of, fittings, adapters and more hoses.  They checked out the Tender and said it is good for going into smaller areas, but still requires an engine boss.  Could call on Elfrida FD or Sunsites-Pearce FD to see if an engine bass is available to help out Sunnyside.  

The new State training schedule for 2016 has been posted and the Chief wants to take advantage of more local training being offered next year.  The Chief also talked to Tommy Bassett from Pirtleville FD about setting up a website for Sunnyside FD.  The cost would be $100 to set up and Mr. Bassett would charge $10 per update, usually 2 updates a month, the agenda and then the minutes.  He would train someone for $25 an hour to do the updates.  Chairman Romero asked about “server space” and that he has someone he is going to talk to that does the same service to see what this person would charge.  Mr. Bassett would be contacted to find out more about the server space question.  
Chief asked the governing board about the possibility of purchasing a popcorn machine and ordering a new Santa costume.  Checking on prices.  
Item #6 Administrative Direction from Governing Board to Fire Chief:  Any direction was already given when discussion of Fire Chief’s Report. 
Call to the Public:  David Melendez said he had talked to Douglas Fire Department about Douglas conducting Wildland certifications since they are closer than Elfrida FD.  Once Douglas Fire Department is certified by the state to go training they can then offer it to other fire departments.  
Alfredo Romero moved to adjourn at 5:15 pm.  Second by Hector Rivera, motion passed.
