MINUTES of the GOVERNING BOARD MEETING held February 17, 2017 at the Sunnyside Fire Station, 3359 North Washington Avenue, Douglas, AZ, 65607.  
Call to order: 4:10 p.m. and held at the Sunnyside Fire Station.

Action Agenda:
Item #4 Administrative Direction from Governing Board to Fire Chief:  Moved to first item while board awaited the arrival of Hector Rivera and phone connection with Sammy Cox.  

Board Chair asked Interim Chief Rodriguez about the Cochise Wildland Group and about the rotation system for calling out fire departments and having an engine boss.  The Chief responded that there will be a meeting of the group on April 16th and that the fire district is at the bottom of the rotation list because the district does not have an engine boss.  Mr. Romero asked about how to hire an engine boss and that he knew someone that might be interested.  Chief Rodriguez said that an engine boss usually has a 20/80 agreement (20% for the engine boss and 80% for the fire district from the amount paid by state land) and that he would look into about this person Mr. Romero has talked to.  There are two current volunteers that are interested in becoming engine bosses.
Item # 1 Minutes:  Alfredo Romero made the motion to approve the Minutes from the January 27, 2017 meeting.  Sammy Cox seconded the motion, motion passed.  

Item #2 Financial Report:  Mr. Schelling presented the Financial Report for January 2017, see attached reports. Alfredo Romero made the motion to accept the Financial Reports as presented, Sammy Cox seconded the motion, motion passed.  Mr. Schelling also reported that the fire district’s Financial Review for Fiscal Year 2015-2016 will be presented at the next meeting.  Chairman Romero stated that perhaps there could be a “caretaker” living at the old fire station, but this person would need to reimburse the fire district for utilities and cover the cost of insurance on the building.  Mr. Schelling suggested that $100 a month would cover that cost.  Martin Lomeli is interested in possibly becoming the caretaker.  
Item #3: Fire Chief’s Report:  Interim Fire Chief Victor Rodriguez presented his report for February 2017, see attached report.  Chief reported that the meeting with the State Forest Service was very informative and helpful, especially with communication issues and billing procedures.  Inspection of brush truck and gear was good, meet minimum standards and State willing to help with some additional equipment.  Still issues with paging system, even State could not reach Phoenix from the station.  

The district has 4 new volunteers and does have some fire fighters that can go out for lengthy periods of time for state land fires or out of district fires.  
JP Valenzuela was there to discuss the webpage and the benefits of having the district on Facebook.  Also reviewed the webpage for any changes as it was now time to renew the domain for the fire district.
